My initial experience with geocaching was quite an adventure. My whole group was
new to the activity, so it wasn’t the best-planned trip. The first problem was with
technology. My phone didn’t have enough memory to download the app, so | ended
up having to share with a friend. This meant that either we had to go at the same
speed or one of us got left behind and wasn't able to join in. That one was often
me when | felt tired.

You might wonder what the farmers and others who live in the
countryside think about this invasion of hunters but in general they seem quite
happy as long as the visitors respect the environment and their privacy.

So, if you want to try something new and get out in the fresh air, call a few friends
and take them for a day’s hunting. It's perfect for families with children, especially
those who protest when their parents try to get them off their screens and outside.
